Appraisal Extensions will only be granted for an exploration permit where a discovery is made during the current term of the permit and there is insuffcient time 
to appraise the discovery. The duration of a mining permit may be extended for such a period as the Minister considers reasonable to enable the permit holder 
to economically deplete the discovery.
